I am writing with great concern about the Crucitas Mining Project (PMC), which threatens to contaminate the environment, cause adverse social impacts in the area and violate environmental rights protected by Costa Rican and the international law. 

We are sure that the government haven't fully considered the serious effects that could result from this project before declaring it in the public interest.

The project will destroy 190 hectares of important forest in the San Juan river basin the habitat of the green parrot and endangered species of tree.  

This kind of action seems to be in contradiction to government's recent Peace with Nature initiative. In addition Costa Rica can't strive to be a carbon neutral country if at the same time you are clear cutting 12,391 trees in a primary and secondary forest.
For this reason we strongly support the demand of local communities, social and ecological organizations in requesting the immediate suspension and cancellation of all the permits for the operation of this project.

Costa Rica is internationally known for its commitment to the environment and its regional leadership in ensuring protection of the human right  to a healthy environment.  Allowing the development of an open-pit gold mine such as the PMC will certainly tarnish the strong pro-conservation image that your country currently enjoys.  

For all of these reasons, with respect, we request you reconsider all the permits and authorizations granted to the PMC, as a gesture of respect for the environment, human rights and the local communities in accordance with your initiative, “Peace with Nature” (Paz con la Naturaleza).
